Have you been working on something fantastic? Is your organisation achieving incredible results in your region? Would you like to tell people more about your project, your artwork or your personal journey? Do you have wonderful images to share? Can you tell your story in six minutes and forty seconds? Or can you display it in a poster? If any of these apply to you, read on! 

PechaKucha devised and shared by Klein Dytham architecture (pronounced pe chak cha)

PechaKucha was devised in Tokyo in February 2003 as an event for young designers to meet, network, and show their work in public. It has turned into a massive celebration, with events happening in hundreds of cities around the world. Drawing its name from the Japanese term for the sound of "chit chat," it rests on a presentation format that is based on a simple idea: 20 images x 20 seconds. It's a format that makes presentations concise, and keeps things moving at a rapid pace. 

Junction 2010 will host four sessions of PechaKucha taking place at twilight in an informal setting and the bar will be open. We are seeking expressions of interest from arts projects with a focus on work that is collaborative, innovative and relevant to regional, rural and remote Australia. Poster Sessions
Poster sessions are informal presentations displayed in a dedicated room for individuals to walk around and view at leisure. With a few concisely written areas of focus, the poster display communicates the essence of the presenter’s work or research, highlighting its main ideas with a brief narrative, illustrations, tables or graphs and other presentation materials. 

Junction 2010 will display posters for the duration of the conference and ask presenters to be available at the designated poster area for short talks at designated times. For more information about how to create a poster please visit: www.ehow.com/how_5871610_create-conference-posters.html.
The poster must:  

1. Be provided in one of the following formats:

a. A1 size (841 mm x 594 mm) that is either:

i. Light enough to be hung with Blu-tack onto glass or a painted wall or

ii. If heavier, able to be hung by push pins (a minimum of one in each corner).

b. Self supporting pull up banner 2100mm x 850mm.

The Junction 2010 Program Committee reserves the right not to hang posters that do not meet specifications.

Participants must:

1. Bring their poster to the conference and ensure it is ready to hang and collect at the end. 

2. Be available to give a 10 minute talk at a designated time about the content of the poster. 
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Provide Junction 2010 with a digital photograph of the poster before August 15.
